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Accountability Policies and Systems = Accountability capabilities



Overall accountability capabllities scores

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Average dimensions scores by sector for
2006, 2007 and 2008



Summary of the high level findings of the
2008 Global Accountablility Report

70 % across dimensions is the minimum threshold of accountability
capabilities
— ltis the floor not the ceiling of accountability reform

e The fact that no organisation meets this minimum threshold is cause for
concern

— In the absence of basic accountability capabilities global organisations are
unable to ensure that the needs and interest of those they affect are consistently
informing activities and decisions

» If global organisations are to be part of the solution to global problems there
needs to be a step change in their approach to accountability

« Transparency and complaints handling capabilities represent significant
gaps in the accountability of global governance
